MINUTES:   Keary moved to accept with a typo correction, Reich 2nd.  Passed.
 
TREASURE’S REPORT:  Reich moved to accept, Keary 2nd.  Passed                                                                                                  

CORRESPONDENCE:   Maria (from USBF) requested April 13 for a 1 man- 1 woman raffa tournament.   Use of the courts was confirmed for May 24 (Shell Alumni) and June 28 (Rich Montoya).  Kintana was contacted by Martinez Education Foundation requesting April 27.  Anselmo requested August 31.

OLD BUSINESS:
·  PRV League:  Rittburg reported that M. Romo advised him that PRV was not going to happen.  It was decided that if any PRV teams want to play Volo instead they were to call Francis and pay the additional $25 no later than March 7, 2008.

· Moose Lodge/MBF:  50 tickets sold to date.

· Web site:  There was a question regarding the rules posted on the web.  For clarification Reich moved, Mann 2nd. that one must play 30% of the games to be eligible to play in the MBF finals or the County Championships.  Passed.  (Allen opposed).  It was determined that the agendas and the minutes (after acceptance by the Board) would be posted on the web.  Allen also reminded the Board that when she refers an inquiry to one of them to please cc her with the response so she could delete it as taken care of.

· Measure “O”:  The Board was requested to e-mail any requests or ideas to Calhoon.

· Portable Bathroom:  Anslemo reported the cost to be $146/mo for handicap accessible with one weekly servicing and $194 for twice weekly servicing.  Far West (a local provider) cost was $240.  Sinks are $80/mo extra.  Reich will call and try to negotiate.  Mann moved to execute a contract, Keary 2nd.  Surges wanted to know the cost before voting.  Mann amended his motion, Surges 2nd to not exceed $1200.   

· Court #9:  No estimate available to date.

NEW BUSINESS:

· Scheduling Committee:  It was determined that there would be 350 books printed (2 per team) to include the playoff schedule.  The cover would have the new logo and schedules would be separate sheets.  It was noted that six and seven team division would play round robins among themselves and not rotate with other divisions.  Anselmo moved, Mann 2nd  that league play begin April 21.  Passed.  Allen requested that teams within similar divisions cross over where possible between divisions to allow players to compete with more teams.  Surges thought there should be consistency.  It was understood that all round robins would be full (i.e. no partial round robins).  Rittburg requested that the Committee be cognizant of the number of times each team plays on each court and noted that Bob Maloney would be available to proof read the final package.

· Surges moved, Francis 2nd that Monday would be 3 Divisions of 6 teams with 3 teams moving up to “A” from “B” and two dropping down from “A” with 5 new teams in “C”.  Each Division would play 4 round robins.  Passed.  (Allen opposed).  

· Surges moved, Harbrecht 2nd that Tuesday would be a 6 team “A” Division (with 3 moving up from “B”), two 7 team “B” Divisions (with 2 teams from “A” moving down, 3 “C” teams moving up and one “A” and one “B” team moving from Wednesday, and one 6 team and one 7 team “C” Division (including two teams moving down from “B” and three new teams) with 7 team divisions playing three round robins and six team divisions playing four round robins.  Passed.  Allen opposed.  

· Surges moved, Francis 2nd that Wednesday would be one 6 team “A” Division (with addition of a new “A” team), one 10 team “B” Division (with two “C” Division teams moving up) and two 6 team “C” Divisions (including 2 “B” Division teams moving down and one new team) with the 6 team divisions playing four round robins and the 10 team division playing two round robins.  Passed.  Allen opposed.

· Surges moved, Keary 2nd that Thursday would be one 6 team “A” Division (with the transfer of an Monday “A” Division team), two 7 team “B” Divisions (including one drop down from “A” and three moving up from “C”), and two 7 team Divisions in “C” including one dropping down from “B” and three new teams). Passed.  Allen opposed.

· Surges moved, Kintana 2nd that Friday would be a 6 team “A” Division (with two teams moving up from “B”), two 7 team Divisions in “B” (with 2 teams moving down from “A”, 2 teams moving up from “C” and 1 team from Wednesday), and two 7 team Division in “C” (with 1 team moving down from “B” and one new team) with the “A” Division playing 4 round robins and the “B” and “C” 7 team division playing three round robins.  Passed.  Allen opposed.

· Surges moved, Kintana 2nd that Sunday play as 2 four team “B” Divisions playing three full round robins and 2 cross over rounds.  Passed.

· Mann moved and Surges 2nd that all teams in “B” and “C” be shuffled and drawn out of a hat.  Passed.

· Anselmo thanked Francis for all of the work he put in to the scheduling.

· Work/Maintenance Day:  Kintana explained the revision to the backboard by inserting the metal rod into the concrete as was done at court #1 could be done on all courts for $800.  Mann moved, Anselmo 2nd to make the changes.  Passed.
· Bocce Bash:   Rittburg suggested we think about where to hold the 2008 Bocce Bash.  Keary suggested at the courts.  Surges suggested making a festival out of it like holding other competitions like a shooting contest.  Others suggested that there are some that like to get dressed up and be waited on.  The matter was tabled to the April meeting.
